The Bungalows is a 32-unit apartment complex in downtown Davidson on Jetton Street. Give Impact
helped DHC gain control of the property in June 2023 to protect the current tenants and ensure long-

term sustainability and affordability. This project impacted a total of 80 people, with 32 units preserved for
residents making <50% AMI.

SoHo Housing Partners needed help figuring out how to get started and take the correct steps as a new
developer in the market. Give Impact connected the team with the right designers and planners to ensure a
high-quality property and develop a strong rapport with the community. This led to the first Community Benefits
Agreement in Charlotte and a land lease to the West Side Land Trust. The community will have 120-units for
seniors with incomes ranging < 30-80% AMI and is on schedule to be completed in the first half of 2024.
